ABSTRACT:

The Jade Mountain Illustrating the Gathering of Scholars at the Lan-
ting Pavilion collected by the Minneapolis Institute of Art in the United
States is known as the largest jade mountain overseas. Some scholars as-
sert that this cultural relic comes from the Old Summer Palace (Yuan-
ming yuan). Based on the interpretation of the poems and seals on the
jade mountain, combined with the Qing palace archives and painting
materials, this paper traces its ownership across different historical pe-
riods and points out that it was originally housed in the Mist and Rain
Pavilion (Yanyu lou) in the Mountain Resort in Chengde, which was
brought to the United States from Beijing around 1900. This discov-
ery holds immense great significance for the study of cultural relics lost
overseas and provides insight into the original display of the Qing pal-
